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Abstract
Scientific literacy is a key skill for all learners. Understanding and using key words builds scientific knowledge and helps to develop ideas. The 2021 Education Endowment Foundation (EEF) report ‘Improving Literacy in Secondary Schools’ identified that each subject should teach and practice literacy skills. This should be done through various activities that cover reading, listening, talking and writing. Improving these key skills will increase learners’ confidence in using scientific language which, in turn, supports their understanding of chemistry. During this session we will share curriculum linked resources and ideas to support learners to develop their chemistry literacy across all four key skills.
